a. The Procurement Board was formed 24 Septem-
ber, 1945, The G-4 was the chalrman of the board and coordinated
the procurement for all the Division, The members of the board
were the Divislion Signal Officer, Engineer Officer and Medlesl
Officsr. The board passed on all requisitions,

b. Because of the absence of Millitary and Naval
establishments in and around Nagasaki all buildings and materials
had to be requlsitioned from the civilian government. The volume
of requisitions was so large that a secretary was added to the
board on 1 October, 1945,

¢. The organlzation of the Procurement Section
as set forth in Annex (H)(Revised) provided for a Lieutenant
Colonel as Chief of Section, a Major as Executive Cfficer, a
Captain in charge of the Real Estate and Construction Subsection,
a Captaln in charge of the Supply Subsectiocn, an Administrative
Subsection and a Transportatlion Bdbaeotion.
