[The Navy has confirmed that
Little is being secretly courtmar-
tialed at Washington on charges
of mistreating Americans con-|:
fined with him in a Jap prison|’
camp. The trial has been going
on since March 10.

[Drew Pearson, in an exclusive
story in the Mirror on Monday,
revealed that Little has been
charged with “squealing” on two
Americans to the Japs and seng-
ing them to their deaths.]

“Zimmerman . told Little he
was an American soldier and
would take orders oanly in

English. For that, he lost his

rations frequerdly and the Jap
orders continued.”

Wolf, now 28, entered the
Army in March, 1941, and was|,
assigned to the Philippines. He
arrived at the Jap camp by way
of “the death march of Bataan.”

William Zimmermann was born March 14th, 1920. 
He enlisted in the Army on March 20th, 1939 at Fort Jay as an Army Medic. William put in for a transfer to the   Philippines, sailing on Sept. 11th, 1939 aboard the 
USAT Grant. He arrived in Manila on October 27th, 1939 and was assigned to Sternberg General Hospital where he worked as a medic earning rank as a sergeant Dec. 8th, 1941. William was part of a group that took the nurses to Corregidor on April 8th, 1942 and worked there until the surrender on May 6, 1942.
Taken prisoner to bottomside market William was then transferred to Cabanatuan where he stayed until August of 1943. He would then be shipped with 508 other POW's to Fukuoka Camp 17, Kyushu Island where he worked as a medic in camp. 
On September 13th or 14th 1945 I was liberated and taken to ship (CL-63) light cruiser mobile on Sept. 14th 1945.
It was three days by ship and then a P47 to Manila.  On October 27, 1945 I sailed for Seattle, WA. and then on a hospital train to Rome, NY.
