All of the officers and enlisted men with the exceptlon of Ccemander
finfield 5. CUKKINGHAM and BHEWER, Artus Travis, FhMZe, whose names
are checked on the FUW 1list were seen by the Karime officers on or
about @ Kay 1945, end were in ressonably good health,

CUNNINGHAK attempted to escape March of 1942 apd was sentenced by
JapaneseCourt to ten yesra in jaill. He was transferred to Ward hoad
Jell, Shanpghei. The Marine officers state that frem relisble sources
they lesrned that he had sgein tried to escape and hod been transforred
elaawhers,

Hheuch, attempted an sscape on Eay 1% and was sentenced to a term in
nerd Homd Jail,

The remainder of the officers and men whose names hawve been checked were
rencyed from Shanghei Frison Camp oon date of 9 Key 1945, fer an anncunced
destination of Fongtal Frison Canp near Fekin, "Whether or not this was
their actual destination or whether they sctuslly arrived is unkmown,

The Marine officers report thet conditions at this camp were comparatively
aatisfectory and that the seme Jepenese officers in supervision would
apparentlp continues at the new site of the camp, They further report that
the chances of these priscners for continied siurvivel under conditicma

as of 9 Mey 1945 say be considersd excellsnt,

3. Date of escape: 6 October 1944 between 2100 and 2200,
4, Flans and methods of the escape:!

a, Situation of the cells,
The cuter side (south side)of the cell is the inmates's

exercise grounds, which faces the street. The walls are only
five meters high and ie betweem the street and the grounds.

The cell doors and the cell windows are made of steel bars,

25 em in dlameter. The gap between bars is 10 cm.

SMITHE and two otherw were confined in second floor cells,
(Solitary cells) The others were in third floor eells. (Also
politary celle) The distance from the second floor cell window
to the exercise ground is seven meters. The ocutside fence 1is
five meters high. In the southwest corner of the sald exercise
field, there is a look=cut post, which is unguarded.

(b) Preparations for escape: The eight had conspired together
beforehand about the escape. How and where they had procured
the files is unknown, however they had procured three steel-
cutting saws sbout 15 cm long. (Two were slightly shorter,)
SMITH and two otbers, who are not apprebended as yet, in the
absence of the guard after 2100, cut the steel bars facing the
exercise ground and the bars of the inner ecell door. Thie was
started approximately 25 September of this year, (This was so
that other inmates may emter this cell to esecape,) The other
five started about 1 November cutting the cell door bars of
their individual cells, It is assumed that they
finished this cutting at the time of their escape. During
period, the retioned bread and Rlaek shoe=po
make a paste=like gubstance, which was pested
portions to prevent discovery. A rope 5} meters long was
constructed from sheets gathered from various cells. Also,

the sheets, two ropes, inter-woven, 5% meters, were
prepared for the sascape.

(e) Method of escape: At 2100, 6 October, the inmates in their
various cells forced the cut bars of the cell doors and escaped
to SMITH's cell on the second floor. (Emtered by fercing
eell bars.) On the bars of the outer window of the said c
they bung the afofembntiéned gheet-ropes to the exercise ground.
Following this they tied short sticks, one meter léng, which
were used in gardenming, into a stick 6 meters lo
tied to a rope in a T shape, and this was attached to the
look=cut post's steel femce, Climbing on ikw to the
another rope was lowered to the outside, and using this, they
decended and eascaped.

After the escape, and the capture: The eight man seperated inte
two parties: Ome of five, and the other of three, The five, whiles
escaping to the British Settlement, had passed the (TN: Phonetie)
YOJUHO DAIMYO RO Bridge No., 1 . The Chinese Police attached to the
Municipel No, 1 Poliece Burean, KOKO Buresu, became guspicious, and
with reenforcement of the section Police apprehended these men at
2230, As for the other thres, their trail after the seperation ls
unknown, and the SHANGHAI MILITARY POLICE, HAVAL And MARINE, and
CITY TEIKANEYD POLICE Burean are searching sealounsly. Three
SHANGHAI Prison officials and some Chinese guards in plain ckothes

are placed in vardous places near possible hedeouts and other places.
vhere they may make contect with the escapers. They are working
hard in the apprehension, but the escapers,are still at large.

Hames, date, place of the apprebensions:

(a) Name, CUNNINGHAM, BRIMMER, STEWART, TRAVIS, (TN BEEWER)
LEONARD (TN COULSON).

b) Date and time: 2300 6 Oetober 1944,

e) Place: (TN Phonetic) YOJUHO, DATMYO RO, in the vieinity of
the No. 1 Bridge.

Situation of the might guards: There ls one guard on might duty,
who is situated in the lower floor. The obaservation of the upper
floors is obstructed. It is the duty of the guard to meke hourly
patrols during the might. It seems that the night patrolling was not
strietly complied with on this night,

Details of reference: The Shanghai Prison is the former KGBU KYOED
which was a prison for foreigners. From the time of the KOBU KYOKU,
the immates were treated leniently, and the bringing of persomal
items into the eells to the foreign inmates, was unrestricted,
g#ifts and speaking to the inmates were permitted and even
after the Chinese govermment took over, the aforementioned system
was still in force. But, only to those mm sentenced for Military
punishment, were the regulations alterad, Thus, this was to be put
into effect, But, during the first to the middle of September of
the seme year, the five Ruseian militery inmates were given the
same treatment, so they requested better treatment. The method
they employed to attain their request was by a hunger strike. They
fasted for 15 days, end as no hope of their giving up was seen,
the maintenance of their lives became diffieult. Thus being afraid
it wonld result in an international problem, some problems were
compromised and settled, Because such situations may arise, the over—
all change of the aforementioned system cannot be accomplished at
once. Thus the plans are to reform it gradually.

Fature meagures;

(1) (a) At this time,reform the aforementioned treatment and permit
no one to take any personal items into the cells.
Eh Set a poliey to let no one commmnicate with another,

e) It was impossible to conduct striet inspeotions because of
the larpe amount of personal items teken into the ecells, With
the prohibition of this practice, strict cell imspections will
be held.

(d) The security in the past largely depended upon that
furnished by the construetion, Future security will depend
upon sscurity furniehed by a guard system.

(e) Request the ineresse of priscn employees.

(£) Gifts will be permittegd, but the disposition will be made
the employees, who will deliver them to the inmates.

(g) Nine Indiens and Chinese are employed, but in the future

their use will be reconsidered.

(h) Change the post of the night gueard.

(1) Request the posting of tower guards.

Any foreigners besides Chinese who are sentenced (or puniehed)
by the Jepamese Army will be incarcerated in the Army Prison.
The acceptance of this suggestion is hoped for; if, however,

it camnot be helped, the No. 1 plan will be taked in.
