Naval folklore holds that a good liberty ship is
a good fighting ship, and perhaps there is much
truth in the proposition. In any event, history
should record that the Princeton fought its sharp-
est engagements in Sasebo, a naval base from

which a large part of the Japanese Fleet sailed
for Pearl Harbor on November 25. 1941.

The crew lay siege upon the small city after six
weeks at sea. Sukiyaki parties, the usually sedate

Officers' Lodge, and the Saki shops roared their
robust merriment.

The Army Officers' Club at Camp Mower re-

sembled a Yukon hall, as the Major in charge
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moved to halt the rush of blue and gold. The Major
was crowned with a popular bathroom fixture.
Both affronted and injured he called the Senior
Officer Present. The ship's officers were restricted
and UNIFICATION received a setback, remedied
only by an appeal by Admiral Ofstie.

Two Lieutenants were apprehended by an MP
road block after driving a confiscated jeep on the
wrong side of the street.
