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MEMORANDUM FOR THE OFFICER IN CHARGE:


HERBERT A. MARKOWITZ, Commander, Medical Corps, United States Navy, Serial Number 087411, was interviewed on 13 March 1946, at which time information concerning war crimes was secured from him and incorporated into deposition form. MARKOWITZ had in his possession numerous notes concerning conditions at Yawata Camp No. 3, where he was interned. A major portion of these notes concerned medical histories of some of the prisoner personnel at the camp. However, these notes were in such order that a person unfamiliar with their contents would have difficulty in deciphering them. The information in the notes was secured from MARKOWITZ and is submitted in deposition form.


MARKOWITZ had previously been interrogated on two separate occasions by American Army Intelligence representatives. On one of these occasions, an American Army Intelligence officer on Guam secured from MARKOWITZ a complete list of all personnel at the camp who had died. This officer promised to return the list to MARKOWITZ, but failed to do so. MARKOWITZ is anxious to secure a copy of this list, if possible, and has requested that this information be furnished him, if the matter can be arranged.


MARKOWITZ also furnished this Agent with a list of various American citizens who died at the camp after an arduous sea voyage from the Philippine Islands. These prisoners were only in the camp a matter of days, and MARKOWITZ  was therefore unable to ascertain the background of any of the cases. He expressed the opinion that most of the prisoners who died in this fashion perished as a result of their previous imprisonment and because of the ordeal which they were forced to undergo during the transportation from the Philippines to Japan. The list furnished by MARKOWITZ included the following names:

Mont, first name unknown, formerly in the Merchant Marine, died 2 December 1944.

Larry Leahay, status unknown, died 11 April 1945.

D. Manning, status unknown, died 22 December 1944.

Oscar Selleseth, a civilian, captured on Wake Island, died 6 May 1945.
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
