S Walters
and Lt. J B Ammon, accompanied by T/L Toda, zs interpreter,
proceeded to Osaka and made an investigation of the Main POW Camp
there.

(The report to supply information for the prosecution of War Criminals)

History of the Osaka Main Camp - 21 September 1942 the Osaka
¥ain Camp was established at Chikko. The POWs remained at Chikko
until 1 June 1945, when the camp was bombed out. They moved to
Psumori Camp (the description and report on this camp was given
in a previous report). Tsumori was considered to be in an unsafe
location, so the POWs were transferred to Kita-Fukuzaki. On the
10th of July 19L5 the main office was separated from the Camp. The
Camp was then called Osaka Camp lst branch., The main office was
moved to Shimo Shinden, Shinden-mura, Mishima-gun which is about
five miles north-east of Osaka. Chikko, Tsumori and Kita-Fukuzaki
are all in the city of 0Osaka.

1. TIocation: see enclosed exhibits for exact location of
these camps.

Military Objectives - all three locztions of this camp
were situated along the Osaka waterfront and in the midst of
vital military objectives. Both Tsumori anc Chikko were bombed
and burned completely and Kita Fukuzaki was damaged.

2. Description: The camp at Chikko was bombed and burned flat,
and only the foundations of the buildings remain. The camp consisted
of severzl wooden buildings covered with a mud stucco. Overall
dimensions of the camp were 23-' x 130¢'.

POW quarters consisted of two ene story barracks, each
721 x 33! in size. These two barracks had triple-decker bunks.,
A third building 72' x 30' was of two story construction. A space
on the first floor 30! x 2h' was used solely as a sick ward. The second
floor contained POW quarters. A fourth building 6t x 30' quartered
POWs on the second floor only.
The kitchen was 30' x 30' and had eight brick stoves., There
was a cement bath 10' x 10' and ten showers, The dispensary was a
room 21' square and next to it was the guard house and one cell.
The remaining space were the Japanese quarters, kitchen, dining
rocm and latrine. bt .
For air raid protection, there was one shelter in the middle
of the camp L5 ft. long and 12 £t wide and five small shelters
around the outside of the camp. Each of these was 15 ft long and
four ft. wide. This was not adequate for the number of POWs held.
