My dear Mrs. Hart:

I did know your husband, Boatsewaln,Hart, very well and
gaw a good deal of him both on Bataan and at Corregidor, We
worked together guite a bit and I have the greatest admlration
for him, :

After leaving Olongapo about December 25, he wae sent
to Marivalise. About January 23 we discovered the presence of
Japanese uncomfortably close to our drydock on Longoskawayan
Point, Commander Frank Bridget realizing the serlousneses of
this, rounded up all blue-jackets that he could find, including
sbout 150 Marines who were on Antl-alreraft batteries and for
the next five days they were fighting the Japs in that area.
Your husband was a Platoon Commander during that fight and did
excellent work especially when one conslders that the Navy person-
nel employed had not been trained for field fighting. The Japs
were especlally selected and trained for that particular mission
which was to infilltrate into that area until about 200 strong,
and then block the only highway supplying our Army. It was an
excellent move on thelr part but it dldn't carry through for
after a total of seven daye of esevere fighting the Japs were
kilied to the last man, During that period, 1 worked with your
husband and consegquently got to know him very well,

A week or so later the Army reguested us to instell
gome Navy guns slong the West Coast of Bataan, and instruct and
acsgiet the Filipinos in manning them, Your husband rose to the
occasion for it was necessary for me to send him up with one
other man where they did excellent work in getting these sea-
coast batteries in operation. During February, the-Navy Bat-
talion that had been formed at Marivalis was ordered to Corregidor
to strengthen the beach defenses there; from then until April 10
I saw Hart frecguently and I assure you that up until the time
I left, he was 1n excellent health and high morale.

You should not be unduly worrled about not hearing from
him, as no regular mall hae gotten out since December. A few

letters were tzken ocut from time to time by pllots of planes

or captains of submarines, but that wae entirely = personal
matter and only a very few were able to take advantage of 1it.
From all investigations that we made, the Jape were taking

good care of our prisoners in Manile, and since Corregldor

wag a negotlated surrender, I feel certain that they will take
equally good care of our military prieoners, Reports are begin-

ning to come in concerning them and doubtless you will have
some word before long.

It wae a pleasure to have known and served with your
husband under rather trylng conditions, He measured up to every
expectatlon and you ehould be mighty proud of him, With kindest

The cablegram requested by Mre, Hart was sent, However, we have no
firet hand information ob how many cables are msctuslly delivered to the Fhil-
ippines, &8 the Jupancss, desplte repeatsd requests, have been unwilling to
permit International Red Cross respresentaiicon in thet repion. They heve Brraad
to deliver the messagss. To dete no cablsd replies have been received from any
prisoners of war in the Philippines, aithough B few have been raseived fram
Civilian Internses there. We ragret that we emn give Mra, Hart no more encour-
&ging report on the delivery of her cebla,

In regard to thé other pointe menticned in her letier, will you I ndly
give her the following infermaticn:

Mthough lists of priscnera of war who have disd have only recently
been furniehed by the Japeness, this does not necesperdily meen thet the deaths
are Bll recent. On ths contrary, the liste furnished usuelly do nob give the
actual date, the Wur Depertment sete the dote of death for purposes of 1nsur-
ance, ollotments, &nd allowencs. It seems very likely that the deaths recently
reported ccourred over & longsr perdod than announcing them in & group would
supgmeat .

Under the Jensve cmverticn, which Japan has sgresd to obBerve, the
holding power should inform International Red Cross whenever o Triscner of war
ip moved to & now locatlon. Transfors of orisoners held by Japan are reported
from time So tims, but, like the originel reparte of priscners of war atetus,

reports of troansfer are often not furnished for a considserabls pericd of tima.

At presemt we have no facilities for securing welfars reports on
individuel prisonere of war. We ere dependent upon the ensmy for reporta of
ment behind their l1ines. Ooce a man has been offieially roportsd by the Japa-
nese to Internetionsl Red Crose 88 & priscner, the Jepanesa usually do not fur-
nish further details concerning him except in coees of eerious illnems or death.

The Japanese have anncunped thet over 9,200 lettera haye been forvard-
ed to prisoners of war in the Philippines. They have sles snnounced thet hegin-
bing Junuery 1, 1943, mriscners of wer would be permitited to send cutgoing lotters.
The pumber of letters pergissible would probebly be limited, and under woar condi-
tions would be many momthe din transit. To the best of our lmowledge, noos have
yot been recelved from that area.

It may be of soms comflort to Mra. Hart to kmow thet through Japaneas
repocty to our Tokio delsgate; we heve heord-that- the heslth-eitestion in the
Fhilippines hag improved, and that mpsgquito neta and medical supplies have bean
distributed.

Tha firat voyoegs of the diplemetic exchange ship Gripsholm cerried a
large cargo of Amarican Red Crosa suppliee for relief of priscners in the For
Eagt. One hundred tons of these supplies, sccording te the Internationnl Red
Croee delegate in Tollo, left Yokohemn for distritution in the Prilirpines. That
amount waa in addition %o 500 tons of Britieh Red Cross supplies reported to have
bean distributed thers. Wo realize that theee amoumtas are not adsouste for the
continuing nesds of priscners of wer thers. It has been possible through the
Siies government to mend money for the uese locally of civilian internses in the
large camp at Sunto Tomea, but no such arrangement has been agreed to by the
Japaness for prisoner of wer cemps. We are obviouely dependent upon the sooparn-
tilen of the ensmy for bringing supplies fnto territory under their control.

If arrangementa are completed for ancther s=iling of the diplomatic
ship Gripsholm, additionsl Bed Cross eupplies will of courss boe corried. Moan-
while, howaver, we ers continuing owr efforits to obbtain more regular methods of
supply. The Boviet govertoment hae sxpreseed ite resdiness to transport supplies
acrogs ita territory, if sgreement of the Japaness to tranmmlt and distribute
them can ba mscurred. We recently received & commnication from the Japanose
Red Cross to the effect that they would be gl2é o help in any wey in the distri-
bution of supplies, 1f thelr governmsnte consent fa given.

Plesso nssure thia inguirer that within the 1imits of the military sit-
uetilon, over which Red Croee has no control, we shall do everything possible to
alleviate the dopdition of prlscners of wer in the Philippine, and to obtein a
more ndequote commnicetbicn aysten.
