mating the jurisdictisnal disbrict of division as the KENFNITAI's furisdie-
tional ares, assigning a KEMPRITAI %o each of these areas with sach ERNPEITAI
sanding out squads (BUNTAI) to the vital looslities and detackments nz neces-
sity arose. Comsequently, the Tokyo EMFIEITAL wap eet up in TORYO, At that
time, the Engtern District KINPEITAI Headquartors did mot exiet, As, on 1 Apr
triet -—— Fagimsatal Distriot, the organiwation of the HIN'EI later underwent
a revision to comply with this. Essentially the following changes took place,.

1. The former EENFEITA]l juriedictionnl area was renssed KENPREITAI dfp-
triet.

2. The former ENMPREITAl coast rensmed the District KENPEITAY, As a
genoral rule, one wuch Distriet KENFEITAI wes sstablished im esch prefecturs,
