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SFECTAL SERVICE ORGANIZATIONS
(Tokum Kikaen)

INIRODUGTION

he Special Service Organization of the Japancse Imperial Army and
Ngvy is said te be the supreme authority for all long-range intelligence
activitics of the Japanese government. Its mission includcs espilorage,
cabotage, counter-csplonige, intclligonce and propaganda. This organiza=
tion has always operated vith greoat sccreocy, and little vrs knovm of its
ackivitics until the Japanese werc dofeated in the Philiprincs and in
Burim., Recent interrozations of Japanocsc priscncrs and t1e capbure of
documonts belonging to units of this organization have given us much woro
inforrmation as to thoir activiticss

A& document captured in the Fhilippincs roveals to what groat oextent
onc of the units had gono to protect its identitye. Extracts from the
complete translation read as follows:

a. It will be 2 goneral rale that no onc cxcopt persons coh~
corned vill know tho composition of the organizations. Tho
commanding officcrs® rcsidcncess and .mames and appointmonks

g. Impertant printed papers wthich arc to be discarded will bo
disposcd of by rcsponsible porsons. If important papers &ro
loch, *that foact will bo ro orted to the rosponsible supcrior
officer,
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ha Projected moves and the namos of plocos will not be disclosocd,
i. Each organization will hold 4 meeting once a woek to discuss
counter~intolligonce matterse

‘Fow prisoncrs are ablo to discuss the Special Service Organization
activitics. One prisoner stated vhct “to spcak of it in Japan wes for-
biddong and to be hoard discussiag it would lead to immedizté arrost by
the Fompei, and to imprisomment on a dict of bread and wator.at

As reports have continued to come in from the various theatcrs, a
study cf cach individval Spccial Service unit has revealed that a definite
plan or procedurc is not followsd in intelligence activiti s, The orgai-
izations tend to be flexible, so they may rcadily adapt themselves to local
conditions in their respective arca. This undoubtedly accounts for the

i rany contradictery statements given by captured prisonsrs, who were either
agentsy or who had worked in close liaison with the £80s, For the pirpsses
of this study, an analysis has boen made of the informaticn gained from
captured agenis and capiured documonts, Where soveral sou- zos agrec on an
issve, it has been accepted as being truc. Inlormation on a certain phase
of the organization that is slight, or highly contradictor:", has becn in-
cluded with a notation to that offccts

Special Service Organizations may operate undcr differcnt names for
Purposcs of sccurity. The most common name by which it is known is the
“Tokumu Kikan¥, which whon translated means Spesial Servico Orgenizations
The derivation of the term "Tokvru Kikan™ is obtained by avlbroviating the
charactors Tokuboteu (srecial), Nimmu (duties, mission, fuidtion or sorvice)
and adding Kikin (organization, agency, agent or operative). Thus, itss
translation may huve several interprotations since the choractors themsclves
are purpescly vague in moaring. The orsanization has; and is, operating
undcr such names as the Tolumu Bu (Speeial Service Departm:nt), Renraku Bu'
(Liaison Department). Units may be named aftor the person in charge of
its activitics at the time tho unit was organized; for cxaigple, the Hikari
Kikan and the Kami Kikan, In China, the orgenizations worc oftcn named far
the loculity in which they operated, such as the Swatow Kikany, Canton Kikan
or the Hankow Kikan,

The §30 (the commonly-used abbreviated term for Spoeial Service Crgane
izaticn) hae dlways opsrated as an indovendent unit within the Japancse
A»iny and Wavy, Interregations of Jopanose Priscners of W-r revecl that tho

530 was forred just pricr %o {he Russo-Japanese War in 1904-0S5. Ceneral
Gentaro KODAMA, the Viec Chicf of tho Army General Siaff ot that time,
6rdored 21 active sorvice Japancse officors and NCCfs to o to Peking uunder
the command ¢f Colonel HANADL. Before leaving for Peking, they discarded
theim uniforms and took on the disguisc of tho Chinosc gangsters vho wore
provalent in the arca at that timo. Colonel HANADA was given tho rospons-
ibiiity of contacting Chincse and Manchurian bardit leaders in Manchania

so that intclligence on the Russians could be gathored in preoparation for
the Russo-Jdapancse War. Coloscl HAMNADA subsequently set up his scerod
headquarters at Pcking and sent his 20 men into Manchuria to bribe theso
bandéit londors. Successful contacts wero mede, and o lin: of communication
was cstablishod, using mosscngers to deoliver the wiltten rcporis to Pokinga
Coloncl HANADA then forwarded ary matters of intelligencoe value by courier
to the Chicf of the Srmy Gencral Staff in Tokyos

Duiring the Pussgo-Japancse War, the bandits proved to be excclient
fifth column workors within %he Russian lines in Manshuric.
